Day 12 Cairo - Alexandria

home to some of the earliest Christian
monasteries in the world. Originally there
were 50 monasteries but only four have
survived to modern times. We later continue

Day 13 Alexandria

An action-packed day as we explore
Alexandria. Highlights include the National
Museum, Pompey’s Pillar, the Catacombs, the
New Bibliotheca, the Montazah Palace and
the Citadel of Qaitbey.
